Camp Hours
Regular camp hours are from 9 am-5 pm. Children may not be dropped off before 8:45
am or picked up later than 5 pm unless enrolled in extended hours.

Extended hours for camp are from 7:30 am-9 am and from 5 pm-6 pm. There will be a
$1.00 per minute charge per child for every minute you are late after youartegul
scheduled pick up time.

Sign in/out procedures

form available daily to release your camper to someone other than the desppuile
on the camper information form.

*** Drop off/pick up ***
The camp headquarters is the South Shelter in Community Park. Drop off will be in the
Lisle High School parking lot. Pick up will be at the Band Shelter in Community Park.

Field trips

Swimming
We will go swimming 3 or 4 days each week. The days will vary depending on the field
trip day and weather. Please have your child bring a swimsuit, towel and suresarieen
day to camp.

Lunches
Each camper must bring his/her own lunch, including beverage. The lwasires be
refrigerated so please pack something that will not sgdgo, please write your child’s
name on his/her lunch. We recommend you also pack an afternoon snack for your child
in addition to his/her lunch.

Cookouts
Occasionally we will have a cookout. Every other week your child will be ass&gned
certain item to bring in place of his/her regular lunch. Your cooperation in sending
unopenedpackages of the requested food is important so there will be plenty for
everyone. Homemade items will not be accepted due to food allergies. Cookout menu:
Hot dogs, chips, cookies, juice boxes, fruit and carrots. All items must be store bought,
no homemade items please. If your child has food allergies, be sure that the Camp
Director is aware of this.

*** Rainy Day Procedures ***
Camp meets rain or shine. During inclement weather, we will have use of linéligh
School Commons Area. If the weather is inclement during drop off/pick up hours or
while we are at the south shelter, please proceed to the Lisle High Schoase lof ¢
sudden severe weather during swim time, camp will take shelter in the Community
Center. The yellow sandwich board will be pointing in the direction of camps location
even during inclement weather. If you are unsure of where to pick up your child during
severe weather, please call the camp phone at 630-675-6098.
